Lector    

Lectors proclaim the word of God each week during the 

Mass.  
 

Ushers  

Ushers take up collections, find seats for Mass attendees, 

and insure a safe Mass environment.  
 

Wedding Coordinators    

Wedding coordinators assist couples during their  

wedding rehearsals and on their big day.
